A more modern tradition is to 
place a white candle in the centre of the 
wreath. As a whole, these candles 
represent the coming of the light of 
Christ into the world. Prophecy 1. 
Candle: This first candle represents hope 
or expectation in anticipation of the 
coming Messiah. 2. Bethlehem Candle: 
This candle typically represents love. 
Some traditions call this the "Bethlehem 
Candle," symbolizing Christ's manger. 
3. Shepherds Candle: This pink candle is 
customarily called the "Shepherds 
Candle," and it represents joy. 4. Angels 
Candle: This one represents peace and is 
lit on the fourth Sunday of Advent. 
5. Christ Candle: On Christmas Eve, the 
white centre candle is lit. This candle is 
called the "Christ Candle" and 
represents the life of Christ that has 
come into the world. The colour white 
represents purity.
