Week of Prayer for Christian Unity: 

18
th

 – 25
th

 Jan 2017: Theme: 

“Reconciliation –The Love of Christ 

Compels Us (2 Cor 5:14-20)”: On the 

occasion of the 500
th

 anniversary year 

of the beginnings of the Reformation, 

this theme has been chosen. 2 accents: 

a) reflection upon the main concerns of 

the churches marked by Martin 

Luther’s Reformation and b) 

recognising the pain of the subsequent 

deep divisions which afflicted the unity 

of the Church. In selecting this theme, 

it is viewed as an opportunity towards 

reconciliation. For 2017, it should be 

noted that this biblical text emphasises 

that reconciliation is a gift from God, 

intended for the entire creation. “God 

was reconciling the world to God’s self 

in Christ, not counting people’s sins 

against them. And he has committed to 

us the message of reconciliation“ 

(v.19). As a result of God’s action, 

those who have been reconciled in 

Christ are called in turn to proclaim this 

reconciliation in word and deed.
