May our Lenten penance this year bean a act
of intercession in solidarity with all who
suffer, praying that they may find healing
and a renewed trust in God and in other
people.”

All who have
completed their 14 year are bound to
abstain.

This
is to be done between Ash Wed and
Trinity Sun (11" June) unless for a
good reason it is done at another time
during the year. All the faithful are
obliged to confess their grave sins at
least once a year.
